How can | graduate early from high school?

Did you know?

« With the help of your school counselor, you may choose to set up a
plan to qualify for the “Centennial Scholarship”.

e Students qualify by graduating early form high school, as early as
the end of the junior year or any completed term of school after the
junior year.

e Students must meet the requirements of their graduating class to
qualify.

« The “Centennial Scholarship” provides a tuition waiver to attend a state college or university.

e Students can get the “Centennial Scholarship” certificate from their high school counselor. The
certificate must be signed by the school principal and include a graduation completion date. A
high school transcript must be attached to it.

e Students deliver the completed “Centennial Scholarship” certificate to the state college or
university in which they enroll.

e Students have one year from the time they qualify to use the scholarship.

Granite School District provides the option for students to graduate early if they meet with their school
counselor and their parents and establish early graduation as part of the SEOP. This meeting can occur
as early as 9" grade.

Centennial Scholarship

Centennial Scholarship is for students who graduate early from high school are eligible to receive
$250.00 for every quarter he/she graduates early, from their identified regular summer graduation date, to
be applied at the Utah Post-Secondary Institutions identified on the application. Students can to fill out the
application and determine individual eligibility.
