A four year plan is a tool for success!  Careful planning ensures all graduation 
requirements are met and allows students to select elective classes that prepare 
them for college entrance, a career path, or both.   

Use a four year plan to: 

• Map out high school graduation requirements 

• Develop a plan well suited to your interests and abilities 

• Track progress towards graduation  

• Plan and track courses of study – such as math and science  

• Plan  elective credits to include GTI courses or classes that offers college credit  

• Connect elective credits to education and career training goals. 

• Check off courses as they are passed
