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SCHOOL FUNDRAISER: We wanted to thank
all those who supported the school fundraiser this
year. We tried something different with the gift
catalogs and, based on those sales, the school
earned $3000. As was mentioned in a past news-
letter, this fundraiser supports school programs
including assemblies, field trips, student incen-
tives, class activities and other special programs
which are not funded by the PTA. We will con-
tinue to take direct donations to the school to sup-
port these programs if anyone would prefer to do
that instead of participating in the fundraiser.

SCHOOL NEWS: On March 10", our school
held a Celebrating Literacy Day with a wonderful
assembly presented by Steve Wunderli who en-
couraged students to use their imaginations by
reading books and writing stories. Guest readers
participated in all classrooms as arranged by the
PTA room parents and students enjoyed other fun
literacy activities in their classrooms that day. We
tied this in with Dr. Seuss’ birthday and Read
Across America day with the students taking an
oath to promise to read every day and become life-
long readers.

Following Spring Break, the teachers begin re-
viewing the curriculum that was taught this year in
preparation for the state end of year tests (CRTs)
which will be administered from April 28 — May
16, 2008. The end-of-year state curriculum testing
(CRTs) will be conducted in our second through
sixth grade classrooms. Grades 2-6 will be tested
in two curriculum areas which are reading and
math and grades 4-6 will also be tested in science.
During the testing window, it is very helpful for
the students to get a good night’s rest, eat a
healthy breakfast and attend school every day on
time. As required by the mandates of the Elemen-
tary Secondary Education Act, No Child Left Be-
hind, we must test at least 95% of our students
during this testing window. Please help us by

having your children in attendance at school each
day unless your child has a serious illness and
avoid scheduling any family activities such as
vacations during this time period so that we may
test all of our students. We greatly appreciate your
support with this so that our students will perform
to the best of their ability as these test results will
be reported to the district, state and federal offices
of education regarding our progress toward
achievement of Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP)
which we hope to continue to reach this school
year.

Congratulations to all our Geography Bee partici-
pants which was held in January. Our school
finalist, Stewart Maxfield has qualified to repre-
sent our school at the state level competition on
April 4™, We wish him the best.

A number of our 5" and 6™ grade students have
volunteered to participate in the Future Problem
Solving program with Mrs. Ross this year. After a
considerable amount of work and practice, five of
our school teams have qualified to attend the state
competition in May. We wish those teams the
best as well.

One last school item — the district is ready to in-
stall new carpet in this school (some carpet is as
old as the school, we think). A letter was sent
home the first week of April, informing you of the
process and safety procedures being used and a
contact number if you have any questions as it will
be installed on the weekends while school is in
session in April. Please contact the office if you
did not receive this letter and would like a copy.
We are very excited to have this upgrade for our
school and hope to make this process as least dis-
ruptive for the students and teachers as possible
during this time of the school year.+
