Minutes for Community Council Meeting  -- 11-13-09

1. Scholastic News update – the 6th grade issues were considerably more than planned; but the 2nd and 3rd grade issues were lower due to waiting to get the late and ½ year only rate. This should balance out the request.  This money comes from the Trust Lands Fund and was requested from the Teacher’s Wish List.

2. Jennifer Kleinman gave an update on the status of the Tanner Dance program.  They will providing a 16 week program starting in the Spring for the 4th grade classes.  The cost is $2800. With half being matched through the Granite Education Foundation.  Also next year, thanks to Jill Edwards -  Ririe Woodbury will be teaching one grade (probably not the 4th grade again) a 2 weeks intensive dance instruction FREE of charge.  Options are November, April or May.  Cal said he would like to request November and will follow through with the request, in order to possibly do the performance in conjunction with family week.

3. Business Partner  update. American Insurance has signed on to be a business partner. /// Ideas for the three dimensional sponsor board were presented by Kaylynn.  Evan Richmond and/or Matt Law, parents at our school, were suggested.  Jennifer said she would contact Matt Law and pass his number on to Kaylynn to communicate the concept to him and get his professional opinion and hopefully services.  Cal committed a $200-$300 allocation for the purpose of a permanent and professional sign.  /// Kristy said she would draft a letter thanking the business partners and letting them know about the sign that will be displayed in our school.  A discussion about the possibility of a new chair as of January was explored.  Kristy is also still trying to get in touch with Alison Rossander to possibly get an audience with the Chamber of Commerce.  Efforts to still track contacted business partners and present our teachers wish list were encouraged. /// Updates on the vinyl banner were stated.  Still waiting for Westates, 7-11, Reinemer, American Insurance and Discount Auto Brokers  signs.  //// Jennifer Condon is responsible for getting thank you’s from the kids to our Business Partners.  

4. Building Improvements – Cal shared information regarding a new fence to be constructed on the north side of the school to enclose the playground.  The building is getting new, much needed window blinds.  The Multi-purpose room is going to be taken to one level over the 2010 summer.  There is also talk of replacing the floor tile and getting an elevator for the basement.  A request of a faculty bathroom downstairs was discussed.

5. SEP Online Sign-ups  - are going very well.  The faculty, as well as staff, find the process much more efficient with already 65% of parents signed up. 

6. EMAIL group status – is in the works thanks to Jennifer Kleinman.  The Driggsmail@yahoogroups.com will be up and running as soon as all participants can to added.  The committee agreed upon the need for a ‘gatekeeper’ to make sure that the list was used properly – specifically for school related info.  

7. Playground Options were briefly discussed.  Kaylynn shared some ideas, pictures, as well as other examples of playgrounds where the desired equipment is already in place. It was suggested that a company representative come and present the options to a larger audience – possibly at a PTA meeting.  A campaign of collecting spare change from the kids was discussed with the possibility of a November or January kick-off.
