Sports in India 
Did you know that cricket is the most popular sport in India?  No, 

thatõs not cricket like the bug, but cricket played with a bat and 

ball-a little bit like baseball.  It was first played in Britain in the 

1500s.  The British carried the game with them as they began to 
live overseas.  Today, cricket is regarded as the second most 

popular game in the world after soccer.  Cricket is played in over 
100 countries around the world-including India.  Other sports 

popular is India include soccer and tennis. 

 

The game of chess is gaining popularity in India with an increase in 

the number of Indian Grandmasters (Grandmaster is the highest 
title a chess player can attain).  Chess is believed to have origi-

nated in India in the 6th century when it was known as 

ôChaturangaõ meaning the ôfour divisions (of the military)õ-infantry, 

cavalry, elephantry and chariotry.  These four divisions would 

evolve into modern pieces we know today as the pawn, night, 

bishop and rook, respectively.

Kurma which is a boneless chicken cooked with cream, onions, 

garlic, ginger, tomatoes, cashew nuts and spices with white 
rice and Chana Raja-garbanzo beans cooked with onions, gar-

lic, ginger, tomatoes and spices to a mild sauce.  This mild but 

tasty main course will come with Naan a teardrop-shaped flat 

bread baked in tandoor (clay oven).  Sip a Mongo Soy shake-

with mangoes and soymilk and finish dinner off with a Gulab 

Jamun, a light pastry made from dry milk and flour, and soaked 

in thick sugary syrup garnished with coconut.  All for the in-

credibly reasonable price of $5.00.
