Open Enrollment 
 

 The months of December, January and 
February have been legislated as the Early 
Open Enrollment Period for parents to 

exercise their school-choice option for the 

2010/2011 school year. If you want your 

student(s) to attend a school other than 

your designated boundary school, you are 

required to complete a Granite School 

District òUSOE Standard Open Enrollment Applicationó and submit it to the 

school of your choice between the time period beginning Tuesday, December 1, 

2009 and ending Friday, February 19, 2010. Applications are available in the 

requested schoolõs office from November 2, 2009 through the 3rd week in Feb-

ruary, 2010.  

 

 Applications will be considered on a first-come, first-served basis and will be 

stamped with the date and time received. Each application is individually 

screened and considered based on available space in the requested 

grade, class, or program. The requested school has until March 31 to notify 

the parent/family of acceptance.  

 

 If your student(s) are accepted during the Early Enrollment Period application 

process, it is not required that you reapply the following school year ð as long 
as space is available and the student(s) remain in the requested school.  How-

ever, when a student moves from elementary school to junior high, or from 

junior high to high school, it will again be necessary to apply during the Early 

Enrollment Period to the desired junior high or high school if that school is not 

the designated òboundaryó school.

The Eastwood Science Fair Countdown begins 

today!  Science Fair is just 12 weeks away, on 

Wednesday, January 20th! 

Our goal at Eastwood is to have fun with science.  When you create 

your own experiment or demonstration, your hands-on experience 

is one of the best ways to learn about science, and it is a lot of fun.  

Now is the time because a studentõs interest in science is actually 

greatest during the elementary years. 

Itõs easy once you get started! 

What to do? 

¶ Choose your idea! - Pick a topic you are interested in and ask 

a question. 

¶ Start your research.  Look on the Internet (Google òscience 

fairó, go to the library, or talk to a scientist).  Find out all you 

can before you start your experiment. 

¶ Just like a scientist, you will keep a notebook (also known as a 

log book) of day by day handwritten notes.  Record the date, 

and then write what you learned or did on that day for each 

day of your project.  It doesnõt need to be pretty.  Bring your 

notebook with your display to the science fair. 

¶ Buy a 3-part display board from the office for $1.00 or from 

craft & office stores. 

¶ Itõs okay to get help from friends and family (just give them 

credit on your display).  Just be sure that you are doing the 

project more than anyone else. 

¶ If you need help Mr. Holstad will be holding 8:00 am work-

shops on Thursday, Nov. 12th and Thursday Jan. 7th!
