What to Expect in Dual Immersion

A Two teacher model

I A proficient target language teacher teams with an existing
English teacher

I Clear and consistent separation of languages during
Instruction

A Daily instruction 50% in target language and 50% in
English
I Math, literacy, science, and social studies instruction through
target language
I Language arts (reading, writing, and spelling) in English
I Art, music, & P.E. is divided between English and target
language.



Why French?

A There are 55 countries spread
across five continents using
French for business, government,
and daily life

A Thirty-two countries recognize
French as the official language

A Second most frequently taught
foreign language in the world

A Third most common language on
the internet



Why Spanish?

A There are 21 countries spread
across four continents using NS
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A Second most frequently spoken
language in the U.S.
