A detailed letter containing information about the Commencement
Exercises will be sent to your home. Please read the entire letter so that
you will know what to expect for this event. We have highlighted a few
of the more important graduation items below.

The Senior Hold List is a list of seniors who are in danger of not having
their graduation requirements completed by June 4. No senior will walk
at graduation who has not completed all graduation requirements.
Seniors who are on hold will not be allowed to receive their graduation
materials (caps & gowns, tickets, etc.) until they clear the hold list. All
needed academic credit, citizenship, fees and fines must be completed to
be off the hold list. If you have any concerns regarding your senior’s
progress toward graduation, please contact your student’s counselor
immediately.

Tickets for graduation will be distributed May 18 and 19 at lunch to
students not on hold. Students on hold will receive their tickets when
they are removed from the hold list.

Graduation will be held Friday, June 4, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. Doors open at
5:00 p.m. Graduates need to be at CHS promptly at 5:00 p.m.

Admission to graduation is by ticket only. No one will be admitted
without a ticket. Each graduate will be issued six tickets. Any unclaimed
tickets will be given out after the graduation practice on June 4.

Graduation is a dignified event. The behavior of graduates and guests at
the graduation exercises should be appropriate.  Everyone is
encouraged to remain in their seat and refrain from cheers, whistles, cat
calls, and other “ball game” behavior that distracts from the occasion.
Air horns and other noise makers are prohibited. Anyone using such
devices will be escorted out of the auditorium. Respect for each
individual graduate’s time is expected. Please share this information
with all of your invited guests.
