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A strong Beliefs Inventory was conducted using the NSSE SSCHOOL BELIEFS INVENTORY instrument.  Teachers were asked to respond to 20 items by using a scale of 1 to 5 (5=Strongly Agree, 4=Agree, 3=Neutral, 2=Disagree, 1=Strongly Disagree).  Responses were tabulated, and based on the top six responses, the following statements were developed.

We believe that…

1.  Teachers, administrators, parents, staff, students and community share the responsibility for advancing the school’s mission.

2. Students learn best when they are actively engaged in the learning process and are provided with appropriate opportunities for success.

3. Core curriculum and instructional practices incorporate a variety of learning activities, instructional approaches, and technology to accommodate differences among students.

4. An emotionally and physically safe environment promotes student learning.

5. Clear and high expectations from teachers and parents result in improved student achievement.

6. Each student is a valued individual with unique physical, social, emotional and intellectual needs.

7. Continuous improvement is possible and pursued at Bennion Junior High.
